Terry Gross. A Fellow of the Jesus Seminar, he has 
been national chair of the Historical Jesus Section of 
the Society of Biblical Literature and co-chair of its 
International New Testament Program Committee, 
and has been president of the Anglican Association 
of Biblical Scholars.
